Pope Francis condemned euthanasia
and abortion as actions that “play
with life” and said there is such a
thing as “bad compassion” during a
press conference aboard the papal
plane from Marseille to Rome on
Saturday.

It is not
played with!” he told journalists
September 23rd, as he returned from
a two-day trip to Marseille, in
southern France, to speak ata
meeting of young people and bishops
called Mediterranean Encounter.
“Whether it is the law not to let the
child grow in the mother’s womb or
the law of euthanasia in disease and
old age,” he said, “I am not saying it is
a faith thing, but it is a human thing:
There is bad compassion.”
